	This half term we will be continuing to develop our listening skills through circle time activities, story sessions and through partner work. We will be discussing many different elements of our text ‘Class One Farmyard Fun.’  Linking with our ‘Farm’ topic, we will be asking lots of ‘how’ and ‘why’ questions and encouraging the children to do the same. We will also be finding out lots more about Dippy the dinosaur in preparation for our visit and we will be encouraging the children to ask questions about dinosaurs to aid them as they find out more information.
	
	We will be focussing on ‘measurement’ in our maths work during this half term. We will begin by using no-standard methods to measure different objects (e.g. cubes, counters) and then proceed to look at standard units of measurement using rulers and tape measures. We are planning to make milkshakes (linking with our text) which will provide opportunities for the children to measure out quantities. 

	

	We will be continuing to focus on developing the children’s fine and gross motor skills through different activities. In our phonics groups, we will continue to practice letter formation on a daily basis.  In PE our focus will be ‘Dance.’
Linking with our text and Dippy visit, we will be discussing how to keep ourselves safe whilst we are out of school, but also when the Little Barn Mobile Farm comes to school with Farm Animals.
	
	We will continue to look at changes in our environment and discuss them. We will be discussing/learning lots more about Farms and farm animals. We will be welcoming Little Barn Farm and finding out more information about the animals that they bring to school. We will also be visiting ‘Dippy’ the Diplodocus and theme some of our work around dinosaurs. 
We will also be planting beans, taking care of them and when they begin grow, taking measurements. We will investigate what happens to plants, what they need to grow and what happens in we don’t take care of them.

	

	We will continue to reinforce our positive class rules and boundaries. We will be encouraging the children to access different classroom areas and talk about why they prefer some activities to others. We are also encouraging the children to take more responsibility in resolving problems independently.

Through our RE work, we will be talking about ‘Lent’ and how we can grow in Love during this time. We will be talking about what we can do to be more like Jesus during Lent and we will be exploring the Easter story.
	
	We will be experimenting with different materials and creative techniques this half term. We will be painting pictures in the form of ‘Still Life.’ We also plan to create farm animals using Papier Mache! In Music, the children will be creating music using the instruments independently, with a partner or in a small group. We will be encouraging the children to adapt and make changes to the music they have created.

	

	We will be sharing stories/ books related to our topic and we will be encouraging the children to listen and respond appropriately. Our text this half term ‘Class One Farmyard Fun’ provides a variety of writing opportunities – instructions, rules, signs/notices.
Our phonics groups will continue on a daily basis and these sessions will begin to last a little longer as the children are progressing through the phonics scheme.
	
	We will continue to access our outdoor area on a daily basis. Our provision includes; sand, water, reading area, small world, construction, writing and mark making and role play areas. Please ensure your child has appropriate outdoor clothing as we access the outdoor area throughout each day.
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*When working on our text, we always try to select a story that the children may not have seen before we do not read the whole story initially. We work on the text over the course of the half term, and unpick each section, our focussed activities and challenges are based upon the part of the story we are working on to keep an element of surprise and suspense. If you do wish to read the story at home with your child, please could you do so once we have completed our topic and text work, thank you.
